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The Season of Advent: Anticipation and Hope
by Gabe Statom

Advent is the beginning of the church year in our tradition, as it begins with the prophecy 
of Christ and proceeds through the biblical accounts of Jesus’ life and the events following 
His resurrection. The word advent means “coming” or “arrival” and the focus of the entire 
season, which begins the fourth Sunday before Christmas Day, is the celebration of the birth 
of Jesus the Christ in His First Advent, and the anticipation of the return of Christ the King 
in His Second Advent. Thus, Advent is far more than simply marking a 2,000-year-old event 
in history. It is celebrating the revelation of God in Christ whereby all of creation might be 
reconciled to Him. That is a process in which we now participate, and the consummation of 
which we anticipate. Scripture readings for Advent will reflect this emphasis on the Second
