God's seal is not, like the great seal of the United States, an emblem to be impressed on paper.
God's seal is His Holy Spirit, who is God Himself present with His people. To be sure, God has given
us also outward signs and seals of His ownership. In baptism God seals us by giving us His name;

in the Lord’s Supper we have the spiritual seal of His presence in the sacrament. Even these seals
have a power beyond the outward sign: the reality of God's presence provides the blessing.

But God gives a seal that is even more than these gifts of blessing. His final seal is the gift of Himself.
