Sermon Notes

“… the righteousness of God is through faith for all who believe.” 

Romans 3:22a

Luther insisted that justification by faith alone is the article upon which the church stands or falls, and 
if the church does not get this right, the church ceases to be an authentic church. If the church denies 
or obscures the doctrine of justification by faith alone, it is no longer a Christian body. To Luther’s 
sentiment Calvin added that the doctrine of justification is the hinge on which everything else turns. 
J.I. Packer used another metaphor. He said the the doctrine of justification by faith alone is the atlas 
that carries the whole of the Christian faith on its shoulders. If justification by faith alone stumbles, 
the whole Christian faith comes crashing to the ground. We need to be clear as to what the word 
justification means and what the doctrine is all about.   — RC Sproul
