The other means
by which the Lord consecrates and strengthens us are the sacraments and
intercessory prayer.

The final movement is when the Lord blesses us and sends us out to serve.
Worshipping as a gathered community is never the final act of the church in
this world. Instead, we are sent forth as God’s servants to express and embody
the Gospel to a lost and dying world.

Therefore, let us pray that our worship would not be rote and perfunctory, but
that our worship would lead to a real encounter with the living Christ that leads
to a significant transformation in our lives.
