Offering sacrifices was a major part of
Old Testament worship (Leviticus 1-5). King David declares, “I will not offer
to the Lord that which costs me nothing” (II Samuel 24:24). The Apostle Paul
reminds us that our giving is “a fragrant offering, a sacrifice acceptable and
pleasing to God” (Philippians 4:18).

As you prepare for worship, reflect on this challenge from James Denney:
“Ordinary charity is but the crumbs from the rich man’s table; but if we catch
Christ’s spirit, it will carry us far beyond that.” Pray that you would wisely
steward all of God’s resources and that you would catch Christ’s spirit of
generosity and become more open-handed and open-hearted with all of

His resources.
