confident character of its author, the hymn was actually inspired by Psalm 46.
Luther wrote it as a celebration of the sovereign power of God over all earthly and
spiritual forces and of the sure hope we have in Him because of Christ.

As we gather for worship on this World Wide Communion Sunday, may we
honor our Mighty God by praising Jesus and resting confidently in the victory
He won for us.
