Joseph shares that in past years Muslim 
friends always invited him and Mandi 
to celebrate Ramadan, but now doors 
have closed with veiled threats not to 
return . Presbytery support for the pastor 
of the local church has stopped . Many 
other issues also continue, but Joseph 
knows God is working in amazing ways . 
He acknowledges that MEDIC itself is 
not the most stable foundation for long-
term mission work, so the staff plans 
to develop a spiritual foundation to be 
an outreach through MEDIC . Joseph is 
grateful for this answer from God . Please 
pray for unity among the growing staff .

Mission Memphis: Our partners at Christ 
Community Health Services ask that we 
join them in prayer for patients in our city 
who are in need of medical help — that the 
Lord will send them to CCHS and that He 
will use the staff to increase His kingdom, 
share His love, and provide true holistic 
healing . Pray that the Lord will provide 
the resources for a new Third Street Center . 
Pray also for God’s guidance in finding a 
new CEO and for peace during transition .
